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LOCATION 
Located within the Cooktown Shire, North Queensland, Australia, Mungumby Lodge is on a freehold estate near the settlement of Helenvale, 
thirty-five kilometres south of Cooktown. The lodge is 5 kilometres from the famous Lions Den hotel and of this distance the driveway is 4 
kilometres long from the main road. The Lodge is fully assessable and open all year round. On three boundaries the estate is surrounded and 
preserved by Wet Tropics Reserves. It also neighbours the famous Black Mountain National Park. 
 
ACCESS 
The drive from Cooktown is only 35 minutes south and is sealed all the way to near the Lodge driveway. Coming from Cairns, Helenvale is 
located a short distance from the Little Annan River crossing on the inland Cooktown development road. This road is sealed all the way from 
Mareeba till past Lakeland then gravel till the Little Annan River and again sealed to Cooktown (30kms unsealed). Travelling the coast road, 
which is very scenic the road is sealed till Cape Tribulation and very busy up to this point. From Cape Tribulation on, the track is unsealed 
and very much 4x4 country, in fact one of the most scenic coastal drives one can do. The coast road is often closed in the Wet season due to 
swollen river crossings, however the inland road is open 12 months of the year day & night. Flying is easy and there are 2 flights a day up 
and back Monday to Friday then 1 per day Sat & Sun. Flights can be booked with the lodge or directly with Skytrans Cairns.
